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Formulation of the AGC Group Corporate Governance Basic Policy

Asahi Glass Co., Ltd. (the “Company”), the parent company of the AGC Group, announced
today that it has formulated the AGC Group Corporate Governance Basic Policy with the aim of
achieving sustainable growth and mid- to long-term enhancement of corporate value.

1. Overview of the AGC Group Corporate Governance Basic Policy

(1) Purpose

The Company has adopted a Board of Corporate Auditors system as its corporate governance
structure, and has the Nominating Committee and the Compensation Committee as the
voluntary advisory bodies for the Board of Directors to further enhance the management
oversight function. In the light of the purpose of the Corporate Governance Code, the Company
has formulated the AGC Group Corporate Governance Basic Policy (the “Basic Policy”) and
will further enhance the Company’s corporate governance with the aim of achieving both
sustainable growth and mid- to long-term enhancement of corporate value.

(2) Status of the Basic Policy

The Basic Policy sets forth the basic concepts and policies concerning corporate governance of
the Company, and supersedes all individual policies, regulations and agreements concerning the
corporate governance of the Company.
